Description : Right foot, wearing a boot with straps (mulleus) belonging to an imperial statue of
almost 4 meters high. The decoration of the shoe (acanthus scrolls and palmettes) is characteristic of
an imperial foot from the second century AD (Trajan, Hadrian?). On the other hand, the fineness of
the copper alloy wall cast with lost wax is in the tradition of bronze statuary from archaic and classical
Greece.
